Solar energy is harnessed to power common
services (e.g. lifts, lights and water pumps) of
HDB blocks in the day. By 2025, Tampines will
generate enough solar energy to power the

equivalent of 7000 four-room HDB flats.

The lamps detect movement and will
automatically adjust the brightness of
LED lights in common areas. This
saves up to 60% energy on top
of savings from using LED. Blocks in
Tampines GreenVines are installed with
the latest Smart Lighting technology.
More blocks will install the same
system progressively. 



Tampines is one of the first towns to pilot Project Wolbachia.
Covering the entire Tampines, Project Wolbachia has been

effective in reducing the Aedes Aegypti mosquito population.
